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2025 BRING YOUR OWN DEVICE (BYOD) PROGRAM


What does my student need to bring to school each day?
· A laptop that meets the minimum specifications as listed below, charger and suitable case 
· Headphones with a microphone to suit their laptop
· Hard protective water-resistant laptop case

Minimum specifications for Laptops:
· Windows OR MacBook laptop only – Chromebooks or iPads are not supported
· Operating system: Windows 10 64 bit OR macOS Catalina 10.15.6
· Battery: 6-8 hour battery life
· Processor: Either an Intel N200 or i3 10110Y or AMD Ryzen 3
· Memory: 8GB minimum
· Storage: 256GB solid state hard drive (SSD)
· Display: 11 inch FHD (1920x1080) – 1080p
· Network connectivity: Dual Band AC compatible wireless - 5GHz

Recommended: All students ensure they have Accidental Damage insurance 

Software
· Education Queensland offer the Microsoft Office suite for free to all students. 
· Anti-virus software built into Windows is suitable. 
· The College will issue a license for Adobe Creative Cloud for students who are a part of Media studies.

Purchasing Considerations:
A wide range of computer vendors and laptop makes and models should be investigated, and “total cost of ownership” considered. The cheapest laptop may not be the most economical over the life of the laptop (usually minimum 3 years depending on individual usage). Consider included components, technical support, warranty and accidental damage arrangements. Upgraded laptop specifications generally provide better performance over a longer period of time, depending on individual usage.

The College takes no responsibility for private laptop purchases and/or finance arrangements. All issues with laptop purchases or technical issues need to be taken up with the vendor. Deliveries must not be made to the College.

What if I can’t provide a laptop due to financial hardship?
For families experiencing financial hardship, a limited number of College-owned laptops are available for borrowing through an application process.  Families wishing to access the College Equity Program are required to submit an application form to the Principal at the start of each year. Information and application forms are distributed at the start of Term 1 each year and then made available on the College website.

Are there any BYOD Program Costs?
No. All BYOD costs (including Equity Program and daily borrowings) are included in the ICT charge in the annual College Student Resource Scheme, which also contributes to connectivity infrastructure, technical support and licensing costs.
